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Voices
First voice – curious, questions
Second voice – knowledgeable
First time we have unattached voices therefore subjective viewpoint of the mariner (Nature’s point of view)
Mariner in a trance at the moment. . “I awoke and we were sailing on”
Voices are set out like a script,  - detachment stating ‘FIRST VOICE’, 
Objective stance and subjective stance are married, a resolution. Zoom out for an objective view. 
Confirms the conspiracy of nature’s power. ‘out to get him’. 
Mariner’s voice – religious imagery – “shrieve me” –suggests we are reaching a moral resolution, “holy rood” (Cross)  - 
Exclamations - !!!  

Characters
Moon referred to as female (Is she life-in death? Changing states. ), controlling mariner’s life. White/pale
Moon controlling mariner from the start?
Ovid , Metamorphoses – Latin work on changing bodies/states.
Moonlight changes his perception (Lunar/Lunacy/Loon)
Moonlight changes men to spirits and Mariner’s state of mind. 
440 – Moon has put glitter in shipmates eyes, So Mariner’s glittering eye, is it put there by life-in-death/moon to give him compulsion – led by the moon, hunted by the moon. 
Setting
Light/dark 
Crimson shadows – dead – gothic imagery  - past
Light  - his future/positivity/hope - Promise of absolution


Countree  - happiness of seeing home. Back to the Security of Land.
Calmness, stillness, glass-like ocean. Secure, his journey becoming calmer, or is it. 
Referencing Kirk and lighthouse. Cyclical  - 
But we are not secure when we enter part the seventh. 
Echoes of harbour , when he left it was merry but now he returns with his journey experience, the harbour has changed like him.
Time/Sequence
Pace slows down. Hears voices – reflection instead of action. 
Moon gives indication of time passing.
